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IMPORTANT INFORMATION

New requirements
for tax rebate eligibility

Residents will be ineligible to receive a
2022 tax rebate if they have:

1. Outstanding debt owed to the Village
that is not paid by November 1, 2022

2. An outstanding permit for a period of
two or more years

3. Received any Village zoning variance
subject to conditions, which conditions
have not been satisfied

Currently ineligible residents who meet the above
conditions will be contacted by the Village and
given the opportunity to remedy their issue prior
to the deadline for tax rebate application.

August 13th: Committee of the Whole
(COW) meeting

Mayor Urlacher has scheduled a Committee of the
Whole Meeting to be held on August 13, 2022, at
10 a.m. in the Savannah Room at the Hilton Garden
Inn. The meeting’s goal is to gather public input
about public safety. The discussion topics will
include the possibilities for increasing the presence
of law enforcement in the Village.

This meeting has been scheduled in direct response
to resident input about speeding and related public
safety topics received by the Mayor and the Village
Board via meetings, emails and phone calls. Rep-
resentatives from Mettawa Public Safety will also
attend.

The Village urges all interested residents to come
to this COW meeting to voice concerns and gather
information about potential scenarios and related
financial impacts, such as the possibility of reducing
current resident amenities. &
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2022 Tax Rebate Program

Total amount: $750,000 is the total amount for the

2022 resident tax rebate program (the same amount
provided in 2021).

October 15t deadline: All tax rebate applications
must be notarized and postmarked by October 1,
2022 and a copy of the 2020 property tax bill will
need to be included.

Online form: The tax rebate application form and
instructions are available on the Village website.
We recommend that you complete the form fields
online before printing. Simply type your information
into the fields, then print the completed form and
sign it by hand (i.e. wet signature) to prepare it for
notorization. Completing the form online is more
convenient and helps avoid the legibility issues that
can sometimes happen with handwriting.

Eligibility requirements: The tax year for this year’s
resident tax rebate is 2020. This means that eligible
residents must have continuously lived in Mettawa
from January 1, 2020 until the date of application.
Please note the important new additional require-
ments for tax rebate eligiblity in the informational
box in the left column. &
