Clear your culverts to avoid
soggy landscapes and flooding

The colorful autumn leaves shine brightly
except when they collect in culverts. Fallen
leaves and branches tend to block drainage
outlets, cause curbside puddles, soggy lawns,
sodden pathways and can even contribute
widespread flooding.

You can make a difference. Winterize your
culverts this fall by clearing waterlogged
blockages. This simple task supports better
stormwater drainage. By taking action to
remove debris, you'll help Mettawa's water
flow freely and will probably avoid problematic
backups in your own backyard.

The fall task of cleaning a culvert is relatively
uncomplicated and quick. Simply pull out larger
pieces by hand (i.e., sticks and branches) then
remove smaller debris (i.e. leaves) with a rake
or hoe. &
