1. Mayor’s Report
a. Committee Assignments

An Ordinance Amending the Village of Mettawa Municipal Code Chapter 16, Article 11,
Expedited Procedures-Minor Subdivision

Village Attorney Rhodes stated the Grainger land that the Village will be purchasing is part
of the land that is captured under Grainger’s larger parcel. In the current code, this type of
purchase requires the land to be subdivided under a minor subdivision process. The
subdivision process does not apply to land being purchased for open space. This ordinance
allows any local government to acquire land for open space under the current code.

Trustee Towne agreed with the ordinance.
